Rental Agreement - 224 Pine Street, Lake Jackson, TX
A) This is not a lease, this is an agreement that you, the Renter, will pay the rent of  $1,700   on or before the First Day of each month and the Landlord will allow you live in the house and use the property for the next month. You will pay the first month's rent when you sign this Rental Agreement. The Landlord can change the rent up or down with 60 days notice. Appliances included are a refrigerator, gas range, dishwasher, disposal, and water heater.
B) If you give the Landlord at least 30 days notice before moving out, your damage deposit will be refunded within 14 days if all other provisions of this Agreement have been met.  If you move out with less than 30 days notice, you will lose your entire deposit. If you do give notice, you will immediately allow the Landlord to show the house to potential new renters. With 60 days notice to you from the Landlord you agree to be totally moved out and return all keys.
C) The Primary Renter is responsible for all rent and deposit payments. The Primary Renter agrees to pay the rent on or before the due date by cash or check that arrives at the Landlord’s address or in the landlord’s hands. If the rent arrives late or a check bounces, there will be a $50 late fee for 1 to 5 days late. If the rent is 6 days or more overdue, another $50 late fee is due and the Renter will move out when notified by the owner verbally or in writing. 
D) A damage deposit of one month's rent is due before you are given the keys. This amount will be refunded after renter moves out if all rent and late fees have been paid, the house cleanliness is in the same or better than when you moved in, and all other provisions of the agreement have been met, as follows:

1) Renter agrees to keep the grass mowed and the grounds looking similar to the other houses in the area. Parked cars with expired license tags are not allowed. No vehicles may be parked on the grass. Only items that are typical lawn furniture are allowed outside on the porch, or on the back or front lawn. Not allowed: trailers, adult swimming  pools, building materials, motorized vehicles, golf carts, interior furniture, animal shelters, fences, sheds, fire pits, lumber, clothes lines, speakers, ladders, scaffolds, or any other tools. Christmas lights are not allowed. Window AC units are not allowed. Written permission is required for exceptions.
2) Landlords permission is required to change any locks. The Landlord will attempt to notify the Renter before entering the house but may enter at anytime to respond to disturbances or to do maintenance. Renter cannot paint or make any other changes without Landlords written permission.

3) Landlord will do all maintenance to the structure, plumbing, electrical, air conditioners, roof, etc. Failure to report maintenance problems to the Landlord that result in damage to the house (such as water leaks) may result in loss of part or all of damage deposit. 
4) Renter is not allowed to move or remove fence panels or landscaping items or plants.
5) One dogs is allowed with an additional rent of $100 a month.. Up to three other ordinary non-dangerous pets like cats and birds are allowed.
6) A maximum of 8 people are allowed to reside on the property.
7) Renter will allow the landlord to add tree root killer to the outside sewer port each month.

8) Large RVs are not allowed.

9) Renter will not go into or store items in the attic areas of the building.
10) The Renter will transfer the electrical and gas service and city utilities to his name prior to moving into the house and continue service until 5 days after move out date.
